Americans will always feel the sorrow of the terrorist 
attacks that took place on September 11, 2001. This 
month, Fly Legacy Aviation wants to remember the 
thousands of individuals who lost their lives, their 
loved ones, and both the pilots and flight attendants 
on American Airlines Flight 11, United Airlines Flight 175, 
American Airlines Flight 77, and United Airlines Flight 93.

After hijacking, Flight 11 crashed into the north World 
Trade Center tower with 92 people on board, Flight 175 
into the south tower with 56 passengers, Flight 77 into 
the Pentagon with 64 passengers, and Flight 93 crashed 
into a field in Pennsylvania after the passengers and 
flight crew diverted the aircraft from its’ Washington 
D.C target. The pilots and attendants who performed 
their duties courageously throughout the unfathomable 
events of September 11th are as follows:

Romello Walters, a previous 
student under the instruction 
of Shavana Jones, recently got 
spotlighted in CNN Travel for 
his advocacy for diversifying 
the aviation industry.
